The Alzheimer society First Link Care Navigation
service is a partnership program with health care
professionals. A first link care navigator can be
your go to person. Family Physicians can refer
and get in touch with a care navigator to ensure

individuals and families dealing with dementia
receive the support and information they need
through the course of the disease.

Other work is in progress to align care
coordination services with primary care as well as
exploring better access to specialists through
eReferral and a centralized access point.
